WHAT IS HIGH SPEED RAIL?

High Speed Rail is a state of the art
railway capable of travelling at speeds
of up to 250mph, double the speed of
conventional trains that operate in the
UK today. High speed trains can be
longer than normal trains, or even
double deck, and so can carry twice
as many passengers. They are
specially engineered to be as energy
efficient as possible. The distance
between stations on high speed rail
lines is generally greater than on
normal rail lines in the UK.

WHAT IS HS2?

High Speed Two or HS2 is the name
given by the Government to a
proposed brand new high speed rail
line from London to the North. 

Phase one is the new route from
Birmingham to London. Direct
services from London via Birmingham
would also run to Leeds, Manchester
and Glasgow. These services will run
at standard speeds (up to 125mph)
on existing rail lines north of
Birmingham, and then at up to
250mph on the high speed line
between Birmingham and London. In
phase one there would be four trains
per hour between Birmingham and
London during peak times, and three
during the off-peak. 

After the first phase from Birmingham
to London is complete around 2026,
the high speed lines could be extended
to Leeds and Manchester creating a
'Y' shaped network by 2032. 

WHY DO WE NEED HS2?

Our transport system is becoming full
to capacity, and needs to be
expanded and improved within the
next 20 years to cope. Increases in
population mean more people want to
travel. Changes in our economy mean
that more jobs are becoming based in
our cities and town centres. This
means more demand for public
transport, particularly railways. Road
traffic congestion costs the economy
billions of pounds every year as well
as harming the environment. 

In order to encourage the use of rail
instead of roads for both people and
goods, we need to expand the
existing rail network. It is predicted
that the number of people wanting to
use rail to travel between Birmingham

and London will more than double
over the next 20 years. Improvements
to existing railways are already
planned in the short term. However, in
the longer term, continuing to upgrade
existing lines will not be enough,
would cost a lot of money compared
to the benefits it would give, and
would cause delays and disruption
while the work was being done. For
these reasons the Government is
proposing to build a new high speed
rail line. This would:

� Provide significant extra capacity 
for longer distance journeys;
� Allow the existing rail network to 

be used for more local journeys 
and freight; 
� Make journey times quicker 

between Birmingham and 
London, other major cities and 
other parts of the UK; and
� Make it possible to have direct 

services to continental Europe via
the Channel Tunnel. 

WHAT ARE THE BENEFITS OF HS2?

As well as significant national
economic benefits, HS2 would provide
specific benefits to Birmingham and
the West Midlands by sharing some of
the wealth that is currently focused

around London and the South East.
Studies show that once the lines
connecting Birmingham to London,
Manchester and Leeds are completed,
the West Midlands metropolitan area
could see:

� 22,000 extra jobs;
� Increase of £300 in 

average annual salary 
per worker; and
�£1.5bn increase in annual 

economic output.

HS2 could have other benefits including:

� HS2 would be good for the 
environment, through people and 
goods using rail rather than road 
or air travel;
� There is no pollution from the 

high speed trains along the route 
as they are powered by electricity; 
� Local roads and community 

facilities could be improved where
changes are needed to make way 
for the new rail lines; and 
� HS2 could also encourage 

improvements to local public 
transport and walking and cycling 
networks as part of works to 
improve access to HS2 stations.

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PHASE 1:
LONDON TO BIRMINGHAM

It is proposed that the new line from
London to Birmingham forms the
first phase of the ‘Y’ shaped HS2
network. The route would begin at a
rebuilt London Euston station and go
on to an interchange with Crossrail
and the Heathrow Express at Old
Oak Common in West London. 

The route would continue through
Buckinghamshire, Northamptonshire,
Oxfordshire and Warwickshire using
disused and new rail lines, passing
between Kenilworth and Coventry to
reach the edge of Birmingham. 
A new Birmingham Interchange
station would be built next to
Birmingham Airport and the National 
Exhibition Centre (NEC). 

The route would pass to the east of
Solihull to Coleshill where the route
splits – one link heads west towards
Birmingham and another continues
north to run directly onto the existing
West Coast Main Line north of
Birmingham near Lichfield. 

THE ROUTE WITHIN BIRMINGHAM

The route would enter Birmingham at Minworth and run alongside the
existing Birmingham to Water Orton railway line as far as Saltley. The route
would continue through the city centre’s Eastside to a new terminus station
next to the existing Moor Street Station. 

There are some issues within Birmingham which would need more detailed
work if HS2 goes ahead. These are:

� A small number of properties would need to be demolished;

� Some locations may be affected by small increases in noise levels 
from the high speed trains;

� The route passes through ancient woodland at Parkhall Wood;

� The southbound carriageway of the A452 Chester Road would need 
to be diverted slightly;

� The Firs Bromford Community Centre and Bromford Neighbourhood 
Office would need to be moved;

� Power lines and the River Tame would need to be diverted and this 
could affect nearby properties;

� Several minor roads are affected;

� The Bromford Gyratory junction would need to be rebuilt;

� The maintenance depot for HS2 trains could be located on the site of 
the former MetroCammell/Alstom/LDV factories in Washwood Heath; 
and

� Changes to the road layout will be needed on Aston Church Road, 
Saltley Viaduct and Duddeston Mill Road.

WHAT HAPPENS NEXT?

The Government is consulting now on the principle of
HS2, together with detailed route proposals for phase
one which is the London to Birmingham section.
Following the end of this consultation on 29th July
2011, the Government will decide whether to go ahead
with HS2, making an announcement around the end 
of 2011. 

If the Government does decide to go ahead there would
be more formal consultation. If HS2 goes ahead
construction work could start on London to Birmingham
around 2017, with opening scheduled around 2026. 

Phase two of HS2 from Birmingham to Manchester 
and Leeds could open around 2033. Further detailed
consultation on phase two is planned for 2012
depending on the results of the phase one
consultation.
