The latest data shows that in Birmingham,
Accident and Emergency (A&E) attendances
for all reasons within the 0-5 age group were
significantly greater than the England aver-
age; and have been greater for the last 7
years.

27% of 4 years olds are
overweight or clinically
obese compared to 22%
for England.

This city wide map shows the level of excess
weight (obese or overweight) at reception in
the different areas of Birmingham.
