1) Primary School Child Year 3. 

Additional information - A 3 Houses with the 3 year old child revealed in House of Worries that Mummy is sad. House of Good Things: Mummy gives them cuddles, and she loves them. House of Dreams: To have a birthday party with a birthday cake. Observations made by nursery staff. Mother dashes off at drop off and pick up hasn’t purchased a nursery photo, or a sweatshirt. Mother was invited into the primary school for a chat by the DSL. Mother was very nervous and confirmed she has lost her job and she is struggling to make ends meet. She gave consent for support. 

2) Secondary School Child Year 10
Additional information – The secondary school contacted the nursery school on the Monday to see if they had any concerns. Nothing was noted in particular, although they did state that the 3 year old had been tired lately. No concerns around attendance or presentation. However, parents were called into the secondary school following Year 10 child being late after registers closed on Tuesday. Parents admitted that they felt a bit out of their depth with child’s behaviour recently, and shared that the child had not come home at all on the Monday night. They are really worried and frightened for the child. They both gave consent for support. 
3) Secondary School Child Year 7

Additional information - The DSL decided that seeking consent would put the child and family at further risk of significant harm, although did speak to the DSL of the Primary School, who reported that the sibling was not in school  that day. 
4) Primary School Child Year 6
Additional information - A 3 Houses was undertaken with the child. House of Worries revealed that the child was worried that Mum had started drinking again. The child was worried when her sister looked after her that weekend, because it was the first time they had been left overnight on their own. The child also shared that she was worried about Mum lying in all the time. House of Good Things also revealed that elder sister has been caring for the child and helping her get ready for school. House of Dreams was for Mum to never drink again and for things to be like they used to be. The DSL, who had worked with mother previously, contacted her by telephone, she was initially wary and reluctant to discuss anything, but was worried about the girls. She eventually gave consent for support. 
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
