Lea Forest achieved this accreditation by taking several sustainable steps having: 

• Completed 35 travel and supporting initiatives on Modeshift STARS, 25 of 
which were done this year! 

• Reduced car use from 40% to 23%  
• Increased walking rates from 48% to an impressive 75%  
• Awarded Bikeability’s ‘School of the Year’, due to their active engagement 

with training, in which every pupil in the school received bike training 
• First school in Birmingham to have an air quality monitor fitted as part of 

Birmingham’s Air Quality Strategy 
• Being part of the ‘Top 10’ schools for Living Street’s Walk of Fame 2021 

 

Lea Forrest’s Bikeability instructor said about their ‘School of the Year’ 
achievement: 

"In all my years of teaching, I have never seen a whole year group riding bikes. 
However, following the success of the training every child in Year 6 can now ride 
a bike. A fantastic achievement that as a school they should be very proud of."
