What is CO2?

CO2 stands for carbon dioxide. CO2
is a gas that has no colour and no
smell and is found in the air. CO2

is a greenhouse gas. A greenhouse
gas traps energy from the sun, which
warms Earth’s surface. This is known
as the greenhouse effect. Without the
greenhouse effect, Earth would be
much too cold for life. However, CO2

levels keep rising due to rising levels of
pollution, that we have been creating.
More CO2 in the air means more heat
is being trapped, which in turn leads

to global warming - the rise of the
temperature on Earth.
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
