Nationally, 90% of people with a
Kenyan only national identity were
born in Kenya (8,675). 4% were born
in England.

3,791 people in Birmingham
noted Kenya as their country
of birth.

Wales from Kenya.

73% of people born in Kenya speak English as their
main language. 3% cannot speak English well. 73%
16% of people born in Kenya speak Gujarati as their main language, 5% speak Panjabi. 14% of people
with a Kenyan only identity speak "African languages" as their main language, 2% speak Gujarati.

DISCLAIMERS AND CONTEXT

POPULATION LIMITATIONS
The census data is limited and does not give
any information on the Kenyan population
who:

Were born in the UK and have a British
national identity only.

Were born in the UK and have a British
and Kenyan national identity.

The census data therefore is
not reflective of the entire
Kenyan population.

POPULATION SIZE ESTIMATES
The 2021 census was the first census which included a
write in option for ethnicity for the 'Black African' ethnic
group. 

Some of the Kenyan ethnic group may have
not provided an additional write in response.

A high proportion of Kenyans identify ethnically
as Asian.

Therefore, the number of people reporting being
of Kenyan ethnicity is likely an underestimate of
the total Kenyan population.
