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There are 8 bus stops right outside the development site, going to a
variety of destinations: Birmingham City Centre, Falcon Lodge, West
Bromwich, Walsall, Chelmsley Wood, Erdington, Tamworth, Roughly,
Kinstanding and Lichfield. The closest train station is a 8 minute walk
(0.3 miles) away from the site. Sutton Coldfield train station has 9
trains an hour going to Redditch, Lichfield Trent Valley, Bromsgrove
and Four Oaks. The nearest cycle hire stand is a 2 minute walk (0.1
miles) away from site and there are no metro stations within walking
distance.
