	Give 3 examples of child-on-child abuse what action you would take?
1. Verbal abuse – name calling, put downs, mocking behaviour etc
2. Physical abuse – hitting, punching, kicking, spitting etc
3. Unwanted, inappropriate sexualised behaviour, harassment, touching, sexual language towards a person that is not consented to.
4. Indirect derogatory references connected to race, cultural beliefs, religion, sexual orientation, physical appearance, or any other protected characteristic.

	When a child or young person makes a disclosure, what should staff be mindful of?
Never to promise confidentiality, listen without judgment, provide reassurance to the child, not to ask leading questions, document the disclosure in the exact words of the child.

	What does the term extra-familial harm mean?
Harm incurred outside of the family home.
Examples of this are:
1. Exploitation
2. Serious Youth Violence
3.Human Trafficking
Other suggestions can include, county lines, drug and money mulling, sexual assaults, radicalisation, drug dealing, other criminal activity and anti-social behaviours.
