Schools are invited to submit Expressions of Interest (EoI) for expansion to meet Basic Need as set out in the mainstream Education Sufficiency Requirements published November 2016.  
Criteria 
Expressions of Interest in expansion will be evaluated against the following criteria:

i) Location: How well the provision is located to match predicted growth 
ii) Special Educational Needs and Disability (SEND) provision: How well the school is able to meet the needs of the additional young people
iii) Standards: Expanding schools should be Outstanding or Good*

iv) Capacity: Viability of providing suitable accommodation on site, within existing space and within planning / site constraints

v) Popularity: Current waiting lists
vi) Balance: Potential of any expansion to create overprovision or inequality in an area

* Where no solution to a requirement for additional places can be found that meets this criterion, consideration will be given to expansion solutions where a school can evidence sufficient leadership capacity and standards are improving towards good.

Expansion Definitions

Bulge Expansion: A bulge expansion creates additional places in one or more non-entry year groups as they move through the school. So a 1FE Bulge expansion starting in Year 2 would create 30 places in Year 2, moving then into Yr 3, 4, 5, 6 as the children move through the school. The Bulge places may then continue again once the Bulge class leaves, starting in a year group that aligns to demand.

Permanent Expansion: this is an expansion that creates permanent capacity to take additional pupils year on year. So, for example, a 1FE permanent expansion of a primary school will create 30 places in one year, equivalent to 210 total additional places or, in a secondary context, 150 total additional places.

Flexible Expansion: A flexible expansion creates additional places across a number of year groups. Schools implementing this model are developing a range of ways in which classes and intervention programmes are organised so that the class sizes are preserved while the school is able to offer places flexibly to meet demand, in particular for sibling places.

Temporary Expansion: this creates capacity on a temporary basis prior to a permanent solution.  This could be in the form of using an existing classroom on a temporary basis or a modular structure.
