Child Protection Case Study

JB is a 15 year old supported through CP plan; concern was highlighted about his extreme right wing views and support for EDL. Concerns were raised after he posted online threats that incite people of an ethnic origin. JB social worker queried with him is rationale for posting the comments. JB presented has having racist view coupled with a diagnosis mental Health issues and a chaotic life style. 

The young person had involvement with the local authority because of being supported through a CP plan because of previous concerns about lack of adequate parenting and dad’s involvement with far right groups. JBs allocated Social worker raised concerns with the Prevent coordinator who advised the SW to make a referral to the prevent inbox so de-confliction work could be carried out to determine threshold for support through the Prevent Channel panel. This resulted in the case being assessed through the Vulnerability Assessment Framework (VAF) by WMCTU. WMCTU advised the referring officer that the threshold for Channel Panel had been met so the case would be presented at the next convening channel panel for discussion and acceptance by professional attended the panel and recommendation that the young person is supported to resolve or reduce his liking of Far Right narratives. The allocated worker discussed with JB and his parent the child protection concern and the need to gain consent to access channel support that will access to specialist and targeted support to resolve concerns about his ideology and liking for Far Right extremist narrative about immigration and other cultures. 

Channel support includes de-conflicting narrative and ideology to Far Right and EDL also support to engage with Mental Health services concerns and support for parents to appreciate the impact their thoughts have on JB. 

Support accessed through involved a referral to The People In Place (PIP) Mental Health Support - Forward Thinking and Channel Mentor who was appointed to support the young person. A WM Police Prevent officer was also tasked to support the young person through coordination of support alongside the allocated social worker.  

There had been numerous appointments that were DNA because of JB lack of engagement. This was reviewed at the channel panel through the monthly updates. Professional explored solution to improve engagement. 

JB attended weekly session with social worker and the channel mentor. To involve the young person in divisionary activities that involved working with other young people and to explore his thoughts and feeling worries and like. School assisted intervention thought curriculum activities in relation to British Values without a distorted narrative of other faiths and culture.   JB had a history of offending. i.e. assault on a minor.  JB attended workshop to manage his anger and session about the impact of bullying that provided JB with insights of being a victim. 

Support was ongoing until the Cannel Panel agreed through a period of 6th month the young person vulnerability had reduced. The young person was monitored by the panel for a defined period to confirm that the vulnerabilities did not reoccur or exist. “Young person’s quote: I felt that all people who were immigrants hated us. Now I know they are the same has me and want the same thing as me” 

he was support to access learning opportunities and sign posted engaged in local youth provision where he participated in peer support to other young people to enhance their understanding of how racist views can impact on emotions, feeling and self-esteem . The VAF was carried out at varying stage of the intervention that provided a analytical score that provides measureable reduction in risk.  Throughout the period the young person was supported through a CIN Plan and action of the plan was shared with the channel panel and likewise aspect of the support through channel panel was shared with reviews. The allocated Social worker attended the Channel; panel to provide an overview of support to the Channel panel about the young person engagement and impact of support.
