	Thinking back to last week... How do pupils feel about someone being punished in their place? Possibly create a word bank.
 
The way Christians respond to Jesus’ act of mercy is by being forgiving and merciful themselves. Forgiveness is when the wrong that we have done is not counted against us and mercy is when we do not receive the punishment we deserve.

Now read the story from Matthew 18: 21-35.

In small groups discuss what is:
-	Jesus’ teaching Peter about the frequency of forgiveness? (you keep forgiving).
-	What is Jesus’ teaching Peter about the nature of forgiveness? (Those also understand and appreciate the forgiveness that they have received forgive others).

Watch the video, ‘Being Merciful and Forgiving’. We see young believers talking about the importance of forgiveness in, (Christianity, Islam and Jainism).
