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Disposition: Being Curious and valuing knowledge	

Lesson: One

Question/LO: 	Can pupils identify what helps them to find out about the world? What questions do they like to ask? Where do followers of religions learn about God and about the world?

	Learning from experience

	Present pupils with a few different challenges, asking how they could go about solving them. How might they try to find out, for example:
· When it is the headteacher’s birthday.
· Where to go if they hurt themselves in the playground.
· What the Y2 classes are learning about.
Help pupils to see that we often find things out by asking questions. Help them to articulate questions they could ask to help them solve the challenges.
What other questions do pupils like to ask? Collect a list.

Look at different information sources and their uses. For example: encyclopaedia; dictionary; atlas; reference books.
These sources of information need to be updated to ensure that it is correct. 

Play a short game with teams, where a member has to run to the appropriate source, as an answer to the question is asked:
Eg.
If I want to check how to spell ‘beautiful’ which book should I use?
If I want to know where Wales is, which is the best book?
If I want to know the date of the school fayre, where do I look?
	









Encyclopaedia; dictionary; atlas; reference books, pet care book; recipe book; calendar/diary


	Learning about religious traditions and non-religious world-views

	Each faith tradition has its own scriptures/holy book. Ask a visitor to the class to show their scripture (holy book) to the pupils. Ask them to say how they use it, and how it helps them to find out about God. 

Get the pupils to ask questions of the visitor or think of questions that they would like to know from the people in the films.







Show pupils examples of other holy scriptures. Explain why you are showing pictures of the books rather than bringing them into the classroom for the pupils to see.
Ask pupils to share any information they have about when, where, how and why holy books are used. This may be from general knowledge or from their family tradition.

Ask pupils to write about something that religious people learn about God from their holy book.



	Arrange for a Christian or a Muslim or other religious person (parent/member of staff/religious visitor) to come and show their book to the pupils.

If you cannot find a visitor, you could use this short film from RE quest about the Bible:

Having a visitor would be preferable.

A bible is the easiest scripture to bring into the classroom, as there are few sensitivities about its use. Whereas sacred writings from other traditions are often treated with great care by people in the religious community. Such scriptures can be shown on a whiteboard. Use a web browser to find images of, for example:
Guru Granth Sahib (Sikh)
Qur’an (Islam)
Torah scrolls (Judaism)
Eg copies of the Qur’an are treated very carefully. Ask parental advice is wanting to bring a copy into school. It would be unusual to bring in a copy of the Guru Granth Sahib. It is possible to get scale models of Torah scrolls. You may have one in school (ask the RE leader).
