	Introduction Activity:

Multiple choice quiz, answers attract 1, 3 or 5 points.

1) You come home from school hungry and there is a big pile of snacks on a tray in the kitchen:
a) you take one and eat it (1).
b) you find your mum and ask if you may have one (3).
c) you wait patiently for tea time (5).


2) You finish a snack bar on the way to school:
a) put the wrapper in your pocket until later (5).
b) put the wrapper in the someone’s bin (3).
c) throw the wrapper on the floor (1)


3) You see a younger child being bullied by one of your class mates:
a) pretend you didn’t see (1).
b) walk away, but go back and be kind to the victim later (3).
c) Go and tell (fetch) an adult (5).

4) When the classroom is empty at lunch break, you go in and accidently break an historic artefact that your teacher borrowed for a lesson:
a) you find the teacher and own up (5).

5) When asked the four ‘what would you do questions’ above:

	Learning about religious traditions and non-religious world-views




	Living with (or without) integrity becomes a ‘way of life’ a pattern. Muslims believe Allah (God) know the answers and sees everything. Muslims also believe that one day everyone will be judged by Allah.

Read the Story of The challenge of Iblis (Satan)

It is important to remember that Muslims believe Allah (God) knows everything that has happened in the past, is happening now and will happen in the future. The reason why Allah (God) tells this story in the Qur’an in this way is because firstly Allah knows that humans learn best through stories and secondly because Allah wanted humans to understand the responsibility freedom of choice. This responsibility comes from the fact that Allah (God) has given the Earth and everything in and on the Earth into the trust (safe keeping of people).

They are always faced with the challenge of Iblis (Satan). They must always remember they are being tempted and misled by Iblis to make wrong decisions (e.g. which lead to creating a society which is not just and therefore not peaceful).

Allah (God) wants Muslims to think carefully before making any decisions or taking any action by asking themselves, ‘Is what I am about to do just, will my actions hurt anyone?’ Those who always think before they act (by doing the right thing it does not matter how difficult it may be) are Allah’s (God’s) friends

Discuss the story with the pupils. 

Question: Why did Iblis not prostrate (lie down face forward) in front of Adam? The story says he was proud because he was made differently.

Question: why do followers of Islam (Muslims) try to own up and tell the truth about their actions? Is it because they remember the challenge of iblis?

Ask pupils to discuss in pairs if they have ever been tempted to not tell the whole truth when they have been in trouble. Ask representatives of each pair to give whole class feedback. 

Ask pupils to discuss in pairs what makes them do the right thing in the end. Ask representatives from each pair to give whole class feedback.
