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THE STORY OF QUASWA – FROM THE LIFE OF THE PROPHET

When Muslims migrated from Makkah to Madinah, everyone wanted their house to be used by the Mohammad ﷺ.

The Prophet Mohammad ﷺ didn’t want to disappoint anyone and he wanted to be fair so he asked the people of Madinah whether it was alright to let Quaswa the camel to wander around and wherever he sat would be where he stayed.

The people agreed and felt that that was a fair way of deciding a place where the Prophet Mohammad ﷺ was going to stay.

Quaswa was allowed to move around, all the people moved back and the place where he sat is the place where the Prophet’s house and the first Mosque in Madinah was made.

This mosque is called the Mosque of The Prophet and still exists to this day.
