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Title: Money, Money, Money

Key Questions: Have we ever been annoyed when we thought a situation was unfair? Can we think of a stituaion in the world where people are facing injustice? Who judges my intergrity? Do these people matter? Should we be accountable because it is a positive thing rather than just because we fear the consequences of not being so?

Key Concepts: money, wealth, accountability, poverty, generosity, charity.

Ask students to look at these religious teachings. What do they teach religious people about money?

The Bible says:
1Timothy 6:10, says “For the love of money is the source of all kinds of evil.”

The Guru Granth Sahib says:
A Sikh should perform Sewa (Selfless Service) wherever he/she can do it, donate Dasvandh (one tenth of what he/she earns).

Feedback

Ask students to write a paragraph responding to the statement:

“Money is the most important thing in the world.”

Remind them to include religious views as well as their own views on money.

Finally explain that you are going to play opinion corners. Label the corners of the room agree, strongly agree, disagree and strongly disagree.

Read the following statements one at a time and ask students to stand in the corner that reflects their opinion. 

· I want to be rich
· It’s okay to only have the basics
· Homeless people only have themselves to blame 
· No one should live in poverty

Ask a few students each time to explain why they are stood where they are.
