	Start the lesson by making statements that are false. These could be about anything, but may be most accessible if about class members, school or teachers.

There is an example document to illustrate the lesson starter.

Wait for responses. Discuss.
Explain that you were not telling the truth, you were not being honest, they were ‘false’.

Now make statements, some that are true, some that are false. Ask the class to use the image cards to record their responses.

Does it matter if people are honest or not? Ask is truth good or bad? Is being false good or bad?
