	Tell the story of Quaswa – from the life of the
Prophet.

Ask pupils
Why did Prophet Mohammed let Quaswa  “decide” the place where the mosque was to be built? E.g. If the Prophet had made the choice some people might have thought he was not being fair. Being Fair was not possible in these circumstances.

Either have a large board game similar to battleships or a version of musical chairs where the camel moves until the music stops and the child without a chair becomes the camel. 

Not all Muslims approve of the use of music but one child playing percussion instrument is generally accepted.

Do some on-line research.
