	Learning about religious traditions and non-religious world-views




	Use ‘Most People’ by Michael Leannah (or the film) to explore the commonalities for ‘most’ people in the world: to smile, to help others, to think about others. Pupils could respond to the statements in the book by agreeing (thumbs up), disagreeing (thumbs down) or by showing that they are undecided (shaking their thumbs from side to side).

Explain that Humanists think that there are good and bad features about being human, these are natural. Humanists believe we cannot change everything about ourselves but we can try to do the best that we can.
